· There were two classes following the Double Award Science & GCSE Geography pathway this year which meant 14 students achieved 28 Science GCSEs and 13 students achieved Geography GCSE (one student being awarded a Grade 7).

· 15 students achieved Silver Duke of Edinburgh’s Award and 8 more achieved Bronze

· The new BTEC Tech Award in Digital Technology has gone well and school was able to submit i9 candidates to achieve the Level 1 qualification this year: 

· 12 students were awarded a Pass
· 5 students were awarded a Merit
· 2 students were awarded Distinction 

· 31 students achieved a total of 259 qualifications 


It has been a challenging year for all. However, Heads of Departments worked tirelessly to ensure that the suggested grades provided to OFQUAL were commensurate with Clare Mount’s previous years and also were a fair reflection of individual students’ abilities. They also had the unenviable task of ranking all students. Mrs Nokes, in her role as Examinations Officer, coordinated these tasks magnificently; including the delaying and then re-issuing of the BTEC qualifications once Pearson re-moderated nationally.
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We were delighted that the OFQUAL algorithm moved one student from our suggested Grade 5 to a Grade 7 in Geography and that another student who is going to college to study Art, had his suggested Grade 3 for Art & Design GCSE moved up to a Grade 4.
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
